The Alpharetta Branch Library is looking forward to an exciting and successful 2018. Fulton County is offering a performance based bonus
to employees this year. In order to get the bonus, the Library System must meet goals from our strategic plan in many areas including customer service
satisfaction, increased circulation, and increased program attendance. We all plan to work very hard to achieve these goals and will definitely need the help
of the FOTAL. The money you provide for children’s programming will enable us to afford high quality program vendors and attract a larger crowd for our
summer reading activities. Increasing summer reading participation is one of the main goals for the Library System. We've already booked the very popular
Little Red Barn petting zoo that had over 200 attendees last summer.

AFPLS is also undertaking a huge renovation project this year. Most of the other older branches in the system will be closed for major
renovations starting as early as March 2018. The Central Library downtown will be closed for over a year for its renovation project. We anticipate increased
traffic and circulation here at the Alpharetta Branch especially when some of the other large branches in the area like the Ocee Branch close. We may also
get some additional staff as temporary workers from these closed branches so you may see some new faces at the service desks.

The branch lost two employees this year and we expect to get replacements for them in early 2018. We will also have a long-term
volunteer for 18 hours a week starting in January and have reinstated the adult volunteer program as of October 2017. We certainly need the help with
shelving, cleaning and other tasks. The teen volunteers are also very active and help in our children’s department. One teen volunteer, Rhea, is teaching art
classes for younger children on Saturday mornings.

As always we would like to thank the Friends of the Alpharetta Library for your generous support with both money and time. The
monthly book sales are very popular and the donation bins are always full. You all certainly help to make this a great place for the community to use and

enjoy. 3
